Helpful Hints --

Cleaning

A Contaminated Buff: Stones sometimes develop
fine, threadlike scratches while being polished on a buff.
These may be due to grit that has penetrated the pol-
ish bufl’ One grain will do it. To clean, hold a strip of
plywood or balsa wood firmly against the spinning buff.
The grit will embed itself in the wood, leaving the buff
clean.
(Via Spokane Rock Roller/Agatizer 2000, Via Stau-
rolite, July/Aug 2000)
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The vertebrae from an ancient whale was dis-
covered northwest of San Miguel, California. The ver-
tebrae dates from the Middle Miocene Epoch and is
10-12 million years old. - The vertebrae was found
ina Monterey Shale Formation which is the remains
of the ocean floor of an ancient marine environment.

The vertebrae is one of the largest ever dis-
covered. Whales during this time averaged 15 feet in
length. It is estimated that the whale from which this
vertebra came measured over 72 feet in length. Pa-
leontologists did not believe whales of this epoch lived
to reach this great length until discovery of the skel-
eton from which this vertebrae came.

The whales of this epoch swam in huge la-
goons and deep bays. They shared these water bod-
ies with the largest predator shark to ever live, the
giant Carcharocles Megalodon, a distant cousin of
the present "Great White". Ancient Megalodon sharks
reached a length of 60 feet or more. It is remarkable
that this whale survived to reach its great length in
such dangerous waters.

The vertebrae will be on display during the
CFMS 2001 Show in Paso Robles. Come to the
show and be amazed by this huge and rare fossil dis-
covery.

Helpful Hints (continued)

Obsidian:

To avoid fracturing obsidian in the tumbler use
finely shredded plastic foam. The pieces should be
the size of the rocks, or slightly smaller as large pieces
slow down the cutting action.
